CHOICE 

GODõS LAW 

Todayôs readings draw us into ageless, 
vibrant depths. Followers of Godôs law, 
we belong to ancient traditions. Children 
of God, we marvel at the freshness of 
creation. The Old Testament readings, 
from Sirach and the Psalms, celebrate the 
rich blessings we receive when we ob-
serve Godôs commandsðnot because we 
are slaves to the law, but because the law 
gives life in abundance. Saint Paulôs Let-
ter to the Corinthians confirms the glory 
of divine law, but warns that Godôs ways 

tend to be unpopular and misunderstood 
in this world. Paul speaks of the ancient 
wisdom of God, which is mysteriously 
both ñhiddenò and ñrevealed.ò God does 
not have secret codes that we earthly 
mortals cannot understand; in love, God 
reveals the glory of the divine way in 
Jesus. Saint Matthewôs Gospel emphasiz-
es the importance of living in Godôs law, 
enlivened by a deep and personal rela-
tionship with Jesus. 

ñIf you choose you can keep the com-
mandments,ò Sirach tells us. God ñhas 
set before you fire and water; to which-
ever you choose, stretch forth your 
handò (Sirach 15:15, 16). This is a great 
mystery: God does not control us so 
completely that we cannot choose our 
own path. We have certain boundaries, of 
course, but no one but we can choose our 
way within those boundaries. 
 
In todayôs reading from Matthewôs Gos-
pel, Jesus reminds us of our freedom and 
our responsibility for our lives. He calls 
us to look beyond the words of the com-

mandments, all the way to their meaning. 
Look beyond the adultery to the selfish-
ness that poisons our love. Look beyond 
the murder to the anger that eats away at 
our compassion. Look beyond the per-
jured testimony to the lies and deception 
that drive our behavior.  
 
Our vocation is to choose life for our-
selves, and to choose a path through our 
part of the world that helps make life 
possible and more abundant for others as 
well.
